Questions and Answers about Policies and Procedures
Arrival and Dismissal
Why were new arrival and dismissal procedures created?  
There were too many unidentified adults on campus, making it unsafe for children.  This will also enable our teachers to better utilize instructional time and focus on children for the entirety of the instructional day.
Who created the arrival and dismissal procedures?
The principal endorsed the recommendations of the School Advisory Council, composed of an elected body of faculty and staff, parents, community members, and the principal.
How were parents informed of the changes in arrival and dismissal procedures?
A mailout was sent to all students on July 22, describing the changes and announcing a parent meeting on July 28.  The new procedures were also posted on The Front Porch and handed out during Meet and Greet.
When are the gates open and closed in the morning?

The gates are opened at 8:30am and close when the 8:45 bell rings.  Any students arriving after 8:45 must enter through the gate by the front office.
Why are the gates not open before 8:30?

There is no supervision available before 8:30.
Why are elementary students reporting to the covered area and the cafeteria?
This allows the children to be met and supervised by teachers before class begins.  
What are arrival and dismissal procedures in inclement weather?  
If there is inclement weather in the morning, teachers will take the children inside.  If the weather does not allow safe dismissal in the afternoon, children will be held until the weather improves.
When will the security doors by the front office be in place?

In the very near future; we are in the process of securing an installation date. 
What if I need to drop off snacks?

Snacks must be delivered to the front office.
What if I need to drop off personal items or homework?
These items must be dropped off at the front office.
Peanut/Nut-Free Concerns

Why did I receive a Peanut/Nut-Free Foods list?
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 makes certain provisions for students.  When a 504 Plan is put into place, the school has a legal duty to abide by those provisions.  Celebration School provides peanut/nut-free classrooms in grades K-4.  The list applies to a snack for an individual child or a whole class in grades K-4.  The list includes healthy options such as fresh fruit, vegetables, deli meat, cheese, yogurt and whole wheat crackers.  If a parent wishes to share cupcakes with their child’s class on a special occasion, peanut-free cupcakes are available from the school’s kitchen, which is also peanut-free.  Call the school at 566-2300 to make arrangements.
Can my child eat peanut butter or peanut products for lunch?

Yes.

Volunteering
What is the process to become a volunteer?
Before a volunteer can serve in the school or classroom, an OASIS application must be filled out.  Our OASIS coordinator can do the sexual predator/offender pre-screening on site, which enables the volunteer to work in the classroom. 
When can I expect to become approved to volunteer in the classroom?

The approximately 500 completed applications that have been received so far have all been processed.
What procedures should I follow as a volunteer?

Any volunteer work MUST be prearranged with the classroom teacher or OASIS coordinator.  Volunteers must first check in with the school receptionist.  In the event the school receptionist has not been made aware of your visit, the teacher will be contacted to confirm that you are expected.  You will sign in, and you will be issued a visitor’s badge with your name, the date, and your destination.  Volunteers may only go to the destination for which they are approved.
Why have the procedures changed?

State statute requires that volunteers must be screened against the sexual offender/predator database.  The procedures outlined above are to ensure the safety of our children and the quality of instruction.
